Sunday, May 17 – Palermo & Mayflower Concert #1

Saturday, May 16 – Monreale & Choir Rehearsal
After breakfast at your hotel, set out for a morning excursion to Monreale, a hilltop town
famed for its awe-inspiring cathedral—an architectural masterpiece adorned with glittering
Byzantine mosaics. This UNESCO World Heritage Site is a visual feast of gold, color, and
sacred art rising above Palermo.

In the afternoon, Mayflower Chorus will rehearse for upcoming performances. Then, the
rest of the day is at leisure—stroll Mondello’s promenade, savor a gelato, or relax by the sea.

Today, dive into the cultural heart of Sicily - Palermo - on a locally guided tour.  From its soaring
Cathedral to the brilliant tilework of the Martorana, take in a harmony of Arab, Norman, and
Baroque influences around every turn. Meander through lively markets, and pause at the iconic
Quattro Canti, where art and architecture meet at the crossroads of time. Palermo invites you
to listen closely—the past still sings here.

After lunch and some downtime at the hotel, Mayflower Chorus will perform in Palermo —
most likely a Friendship Concert with a local ensemble — for a thrilling cross-cultural musical
exchange. 

A traditional Sicilian group dinner will round out this memorable evening.



Get an early start for Sicily’s scenic western coastline. Stop in Trapani, a coastal town known
for historic salt flats and baroque charm. Then, it’s on to Erice, a hilltop village with roots
dating back to the Phoenicians. Legend has it that Erice was once home to a temple
dedicated to Venus, goddess of love, perched high above the sea. Savor local flavors — like
Erice’s famous almond pastries — in this storybook setting.

Early evening, arrive in Agrigento, where ancient wonders are still being uncovered. Check
into your comfortable hotel—home for the next three nights—before joining Mayflower
friends for am enjoyable group dinner.

Monday, May 18 – Cefalù

Tuesday, May 19 – Sicily’s West Coast to Agrigento

This morning, head to Cefalù.  Tucked between the turquoise waters of the Tyrrhenian Sea
and the dramatic cliffs of La Rocca, Cefalù was originally a fishing village.  At the heart of town
is another magnificent Norman Cathedral with murals and lofty twin towers surrounded by
medieval lanes, sunny piazzas, artisan shops, and gelaterias.  Take a walk along the
Lungomare, the seaside promenade, and soak in the laid-back Sicilian vibe.

In the afternoon, return to Mondello to enjoy dinner or drinks wherever you please.  Then
pack your suitcase ~ tomorrow we move south to Agrigento. 



Thursday, May 21 – Valley of the Temples

Wednesday, May 20 – Agrigento & Mayflower Concert #2
Enjoy a relaxed day of discovery in the Agrigento region.  The famous Scala dei Turchi Beach or
“Stair of the Turks,” is here ~ one of Sicily’s most spectacular natural landmarks.  The striking
contrast of pure white rock and turquoise sea makes for surreal, insta-worthy photos.  Visitors can
climb the smooth terraces to the sandy beaches below, and enjoy calm, shallow waters for a
refreshing dip.  The area is also known for farms, vineyards and folklore!
 
Later today, the Mayflower Chorus will rehearse and present its second performance, anticipated
to be alongside a local choir in a meaningful exchange of music and friendship in Sicily!

Today, immerse yourself in one of the most iconic archaeological sites in the
Mediterranean: the Valley of the Temples. Stroll among the ruins of ancient Greek temples
set against a backdrop of olive groves and blue sky—a place where time stands still and
beauty abounds.

Later, you may want to treat yourself to a delicious meal in one of the restaurants
overlooking the ancient Valley.  Local specialties include seafood dishes like grilled
swordfish and stuffed sardines, eggplant served in many forms, fresh salads, lemon almond
desserts, and of course traditional cannoli!



Saturday, May 23 – Taormina & Mayflower Concert #3 at the
Sicily Folk Festival

This morning, explore the jewel of the Ionian coast: Taormina. With its medieval streets,
boutique shops, and spectacular views of Mount Etna and the sea, Taormina has
enchanted visitors for centuries. A highlight of the visit is the legendary Greek Theatre,
dramatically set against the backdrop of sea and sky—an splendid place where history and
nature converge.

Later, the Mayflower Chorus will take the stage as a featured performer at the Sicily Folk
Festival, singing for an international audience and mingling with other talented guests.

Friday, May 22 – Agrigento to the Sicily Folk Festival!
After breakfast, bid farewell to Agrigento and head east toward Catania, with a highlight en
route: a stop at the Villa Romana del Casale in Piazza Armerina. This villa, built in the early
4th century AD, is one of the most luxurious of its kind and illustrates through magnificent
artistry the story of a wealthy Roman aristocrat and his life at that time.

Continue through the scenic countryside to Sicily’s coast near Taormina, just north of
Catania and home to the Sicily Folk Festival. Upon arrival, settle into your hotel, enjoy an
exploratory walk, and gather for a group dinner to kick off this final chapter of the journey.



Transfer to Catania International Airport for your flight home, carrying with you the music,
memories, and magic of Sicily. We’ll send you off with a warm grazie mille e arrivederci—and
hope to see you again soon!

Sunday, May 24 – Mt. Etna & Final Concert in Sicily #4
Today brings a visit to Mount Etna, the towering volcano that has shaped Sicily’s history
and scenery. Hike, ride the cable car, or simply enjoy the extraordinary landscape shaped
by fire and time.

This evening, the Mayflower Chorus takes the stage for its final Folk Festival performance,
bringing the tour to a musical close. Afterward, gather for a joyful Farewell Dinner — a
perfect finale to your song-filled journey through Sicily.
